ign satellites, but its fourth
and final stage will double up
as an orbital platform in spa-
ce for six payloads, including
two from desi space startups
Digantara and Dhruva
Aerospace.

The Indian Space Rese-
arch Organisation (Isro) will
be using the fourth stage of
the PSLV launch vehicle to
conduct in-orbit experi-
ments. Through the PSLV Or-
bital Experimental Module

(POEM), Isro said on Wednes-

day, that it proposes to de-
monstrate the utilisation of

the spent upper stage of the

launch vehicle as a stabilised
platform for scientific paylo-
ads, subsequenttothesepara-
tion of the satellites. The PS4

isro will be using the
fourth stage of the
PSLV launch vehicle
to conduct in-orbit
experiments

stage will orbit the Earth as a
stabilised platform, Isro said.

POEM will derive power
from the solar panels moun-
ted around the PS4 tankand a
Li-Ion battery. It navigates
using four sun sensors, a
magnetometer, gyros & Na-
yIC. Thelaunch of PSLV-C53/
DS-EO mission is scheduled
at 6pm from the second
launchpad at Sriharikotaand
the countdown will start at
5pm on June 29.

PSLV-C53 isthe second de-
dicated commercial mission
of space PSU NewSpace India
Limited (NSIL) and is desig-
ned to launch DS-EQ satellite
along with two other co-pas-
senger satellites from ST
Electronics, Singapore.

PSLV-C53 will carry 365-
kg satellite DS-EO and Neu-
SAR, a 155-kg satellite, both
belonging to Singapore and
built by Starec Initiative, So-
uth Korea.

, Third satellite is a 2.8 kg
Scoob-1 of Nanyang Techno-
logical University (NTU),
Singapore. While NeuSAR is
Singapore’s first small com-
mercial satellite carrying an

SAR payload that is capableof

providing images in day and
night and under all-weather
conditions. Scoob-I satellite
is thefirst satellite in the Stu-
dent satellite series (S3-I), a
hands-on student training
program from the Satellite
Research Centre (SaRC) at
Singapore’s NTU School of
Electrical and Electronic
Engineering.
